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“When Jesus came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up, he went to the synagogue on the sabbath day, as was his custom. He stood up to read, and the scroll of the prophet Isaiah was given to him. He unrolled the scroll and found the place where it was written: “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has anointed me to bring good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim release to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to let the oppressed go free, to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.”  When they heard this, all in the synagogue were filled with rage. They got up, drove him out of the town, and led him to the brow of the hill on which their town was built, so that they might hurl him off the cliff. But he passed through the midst of them and went on his way.” Luke 4, selected verses
In this text, Jesus has read the scripture and preached publicly for the first time in his home town synagogue. At first they are excited, talking about how he is one of their own. And then our text takes a wild twist: the congregation offers to take Jesus cliff diving!! And that’s when Jesus does the most bold thing of all! Here he is with people who are filled with rage, who drive him out of town, who lead him out on a cliff, who are ready to declare him forgotten, dead, worthless… they are about to “hurl him off the cliff” 
And Luke says, “But Jesus passed through the midst of them and went on his way.”  What?! How did Jesus do this?   So often we think boldness is about what we say or how we say it.  Jesus said bold things, but mostly his boldness was to remind them of God’s word. His boldness called to mind the prophets who refused to be limited.  His boldness came through is demeanor, his presence, his refusal to submit to a pressure to be less than who he is. Jesus is the Savior for the world and he will not hold back.  
Are YOU holding back somewhere?  Can you see all the possibilities of what God is wanting for you? Where God is calling you? How God is equipping you?  But in these possibilities, the world says “No!” Christ’s boldness was revealed in the calm way in which he stepped from the cliff, and simply walked through the crowd. 
Where are you being pushed so far that you can see the cliff? 
Where may God be calling you to pass through and go on your way boldly?
Where is the truth needing to be spoken? 
Where are people needing to be reached? 
Where are WE called to GO boldly? 

For wherever you go, wherever you are pushed, Christ has already passed through! Jesus has already made the way clear. There is no where we go where Christ has not already gone boldly. ‘He passed through the midst of them and went on his way.’  Jesus went on his way: to be The Way for all. 
My friends, in 2015 I pray we all get a FRESH START to our faith. May we move through this year boldly following Jesus Christ!

Ingredients
1 (8 ounce) package cream cheese, softened
3 cups confectioners' sugar, sifted
3 cups semisweet chocolate chips, melted
1 1/2 teaspoons vanilla
Directions
In a large bowl, beat cream cheese until smooth. Gradually beat in confectioners' sugar until well blended. Stir in melted chocolate and vanilla until no streaks remain. Refrigerate for about 1 hour. Shape into 1 inch balls.
Footnotes
Roll truffles in ground walnuts (or any ground nuts), cocoa, coconut, confectioners' sugar, candy sprinkles, etc. 
To flavor truffles with liqueurs or other flavorings, omit vanilla. Divide truffle mixture into thirds. Add 1 tablespoon liqueur (almond, coffee, orange) to each mixture; mix well.
