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Showing Up
Woody Allen is famous for claiming 90% of life is just showing up! 
But this begs a question: is 'just showing up' as easy as it sounds??? Woody Allen obviously never had my college professors! The ones who assigned a mere 10% of our grade to class participation and then insisted, as one of them told me pointedly, "You gotta do more for that than just show up!" (I didn't think that was fair. It was an 8 a.m. class, uphill from where I should have been still asleep. Just showing up was huge!)
So, back to the question. Showing up might not be everything, but it's the first thing. Think about exercise. Exercise is not all you need to do to be a healthy person. But it's a start. It's showing up. Exercise is sort of like prayer. It's easy to think prayer doesn't make a difference, until you start doing it regularly, and you begin to feel connected; you start to feel a part of something much bigger than you.
That's what participation means, literally: 'being a part.' It means, "I'm part of this, and it is a part of me, too." As your new pastor, one of my main job responsibilities is to help church members get engaged in the greater life of our church. As your new pastor - just showing up - even when I don’t know what I’m supposed to be doing or how to quite do it yet is a vital part of ministry.
As I meet with different committees in our church, it is clear that participation is just as important as the physical and financial concerns of our ministries. And “showing up” is something all of us can do! We can be present: physically, spiritually, and emotionally to journey together with our fellow disciples of Jesus Christ.
I have learned that participation, being a part of something we believe in, is very important to us. We who find a home in the body of Christ have a lofty goal: transforming the world into the Ways of God through the power of the gospel of love. That's huge! It's a reach. But just showing up is a start. 
God can do amazing things. So can we. But we can't do it without YOU. So, I hope you will commit to showing up at First UMC Winnsboro in the coming weeks as we Seek God, Love All People, and Change the World!
