Fall is my favorite season: leaves changing colors, the crisp air, football, pumpkins (and pumpkin pie!) the State Fair… what's not to love?! A beloved book of mine is The Fall of Freddie the Leaf by Leo Buscalgia. It's a story about life and death, beginnings and endings, the seasons of our lives. The book was written to help children understand the difficult nature of death, but it has a great deal of hope and resurrection in its pages.  
Freddie is part of a huge tree and is surrounded by hundreds of other leaves just like him. His best friend Daniel is the oldest and wisest leaf on their branch. Freddie asks Daniel why the leaves turn different colors in the fall even though they are on the same tree. Daniel replies, "Each of us is different. We have had different experiences. We have faced the sun differently. We have cast shade differently. Why should we not have different colors?" 
This month, as you re-commitment yourself to upholding the church with your prayers, your presence, your gifts, your service and your witness, I invite you to consider what First Methodist Winnsboro means to you. How the ministries of our church have brought about change and transformation in your heart, and along your faith journey. How First Methodist Winnsboro has encouraged and challenged you to grow as a disciple; how it has embraced and supported you in your struggles; how it has shone the light of God's love into dark corners of the world. 
Members of a church are like leaves with different colors on the same tree - we may experience church differently, but we are all part of the Body of Christ. 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Summary of Committee Meetings:

Daycare Feasibility Committee –

 Met October 22.  The group has reached a point in the feasibility study that we need to move forward with some infrastructure updates (wired smoke detectors, fire extinguishers, fire door).  Also the study has determined that we need to acquire monies to ensure the start-up costs are covered (salary, supplies, electricity, water, insurance).  If you are interested in helping get this very important ministry started in this church, please see Pastor Julie.

FUMC Shepherding Committee Update
Due to a few changes in membership the Shepherding Committee has revised its lists of shepherds and those being shepherded.  Members of First UMC Winnsboro who do not know who their shepherd is should contact Lea Weed or Bobbie Dove.  The Committee wants to ensure that everyone in the church receives shepherding care, especially during illness, bereavement, birthdays, and other special or needy occasions.  
Also, shepherds who are unsure of who is on their list should also contact Lea or Bobbie for a copy of the updated listings.  The Committee is eager to contact every church member as often as needed.  
In operation now for about a year, the Committee has been active and response has been excellent.  “We have been very pleased with how well this program has been received and how well it appears to be working,” a member of the committee said.
Finance Committee Receives Extensive Input on FY 2015 Church Budget
One of the main parts of the annual Charge Conference is the adopting of the church’s budget for the upcoming fiscal year.  Finance Chair Bob Drake asked committee member Marcia Bonds to compile a listing of budgetary askings from all church committees, programs, and services.  Mrs. Bonds presented the list at a Finance Committee meeting, and the Committee was then able to build a proposed budget reflecting needs identified by the various line item entities.
The Administrative Council endorsed the proposed FY 2015 budget and voted to forward it to the Charge Conference for adoption.   

FUMC Statistics Improving
Statistics for the third quarter of FY 2014 are showing substantial growth over previous quarters.  Attendance and collections are both improving, according to Church bulletin reports.  “Our weekly collections are on the average above weekly budget needs and should enable us to end the year on target,” according to church treasurer Paul Dove.  However, unanticipated expenses have caused some depletion of special funds accounts, when available for these expenses.  “This quarter we have reached our weekly budgetary needs more frequently than in the past, but we will need to continue this trend through the fourth quarter to meet the FY budget,” Treasurer Dove said. 
Average Sunday attendance this quarter has also posted improved numbers, by some twenty to twenty-five percent on the average.  “We can see the growth in church attendance from our perch in the choir,” a choir member said.      
Vision Committee
The Vision Committee had a planning session on Sunday, September 14, 2014.  Much of the meeting was devoted to program planning for the remainder of 2014.  The committee then discussed Pastor Julie’s mission statement:  “Seek God. Love All People. Change the World.”  A motion to recommend to the Administrative Council that we formally adopt this as the church mission statement was made and approved.  The group then began to use the three statements as organizing principles for evaluating the various programs and projects of our church.  For example, we seek God through our worship services, Sunday School, Bible studies, and other small group activities.  We love all people through our various service programs and projects such as the Shepherd and Bereavement committees, contributions to the Food Bank, and support of programs likes Salkehatchie.  We help to change the world through our apportionment giving to the programs of the United Methodist Church as well as smaller efforts like Milk Money for Haiti and Samaritan’s Purse Christmas boxes.  The Vision Committee plans to use this framework as we examine our programming and begin planning for 2015.  The Committee will meet again on Monday, November 3, at 7:00 p.m.
